All letters follow the same sequence:

Hoop your stabilizer and fabric.

1.
Stitches outline of letter.

After stitchout, apply temporary adhesive to the back 


of your choice of applique fabric.


Place, right side up, over the stitched guideline,


making sure all stitches are completely covered.


Continue stitching.

2.
Tackdown of lettering.

Take hoop off machine.  Do NOT unhoop.


With curved tip scissors, trim close to the outside of


your stitched guideline.


Place hoop back on machine.


Continue stitching.

3. Applique satin edge.
